Grading:
1. Work will be assigned regularly; whether it is class work, homework, lab work or projects. The best tool to learning the material is completing the work.  Some forms of the work include problem solving, reading, study sheets, short term assignments, and lab reports.  Most test questions will be based on material directly from your work and notes. Homework and class work are key to passing the course. Many points can be achieved by simply doing your work! Points will often be taken on your work as simply pass/fail; however there will be occasional assignments that will be checked and specific points given.  Work will be worth 30% of your grade.

2. Tests will be given at the end of each chapter more or less. You will be given at least 2 days notice so that you can prepare and plan your study time adequately. Reviewing 15 minutes each night will prevent panic study the night before the test. IF YOU ARE AWARE OF A TEST DATE, AND ABSENT THE DAY OF THE TEST, YOU WILL BE EXPECTED TO TAKE THE TEST THE DAY YOU RETURN TO THE CLASSROOM. Tests will be 50% of your grade.
3. Quizzes will be given regularly. They may be worth anywhere from 5-20 points (occasionally maybe more).  Quizzes will be checked and returned. Quizzes may or may not be announced. Group quizzes will also be given. These will usually be associated with what we do in the lab.
