Laboratory Rules and Safety Contract
1. Lab materials or chemicals must never be removed from the classroom.
2. Conduct yourself in a responsible manner at all times in the laboratory.  The laboratory is a place for serious work.  DO NOT MESS AROUND!
3. Study your laboratory procedure before the lab.  If you have any questions, please ask the teacher before you enter the lab.
4. Follow the directions in the given experimental procedure.  NO deviations!  Unauthorized experiments are prohibited and will result in the loss of your laboratory privileges.
5. Never work alone, no student may work in the laboratory without an instructor present.

6. Do not touch, taste, or smell anything in the laboratory area unless instructed to do so. 
7. Handle chemicals carefully at all times.  Hold them securely and walk carefully.

8. Do NOT hold your nose directly over a container when smelling for an odor.
9. Always work in a well-ventilated area.

10. Do not eat food, beverages, or chew gum in the laboratory area.

11. Be sure to push you chair under the table when you leave for the lab area.

12. Know the location and use of all of the safety equipment.
13. Wear the safety equipment provided for you.  Safety goggles are required at all times in the lab area.

14. If you splash a chemical in your eye use the eyewash immediately. 
15. Report ALL accidents to the teacher, even the minor ones.
16. Be sure to notify the teacher if you observe unsafe conditions.  If a chemical is spilled tell the teacher immediately!
17. Do not wander around the lab and distract other students.

18. Students are not permitted in the science storage room.

19. If a fire drill occurs while in lab:  turn off gas and electrical equipment, then immediately leave the area.

20. Dress appropriately for lab. Long hair, dangling jewelry, and loose clothing are hazardous.

21. NEVER discard paper, matches or any material especially chemicals down the sink unless directed to do so.   When chemicals can be discarded down the sink, run the water for about half a minute after pouring out the chemicals.
22. Place broken glass, solids and chemicals in designated waste containers.
23. Read the label on the bottle before removing any of the contents.
24. Never return chemicals to the original containers.  Only take what you need please!
25. When heating a substance in a test tube always point the tube away from yourself and others.  Never leave an open flame unattended.
26. Use tongs to move hot glass and allow time for hot glass to cool on an insulation pad.  

27. Never place hot glassware in cool water.
28. Fill wash bottles with water only and use as intended for lab.

29. Handle acids with extreme care.  NEVER add water to an acid!
30. When you are done at your lab station: 
(  turn off the gas and the water

(  return all equipment

(  CLEAN YOUR WORK AREA

(  wash your hands with soap and water
